4. Your hand is blue.  You’ve tried to wash the blue off, but it won’t come off no matter how hard you scrub.  How did your hand turn blue?  You have a date tonight—what are you going to do?

She/he can suddenly speak ten languages, including dog and pony.  You handed your friend a banana and she/he ate the whole thing- including the peal!
